


The New Color of Money: Safer. Smarter. More Secure.

The United States government continues issuing currency with enhanced designs and security features. New $20
and $50 notes were introduced in 2003 and 2004, respectively. A new $10 note will enter circulation in early 2006,
followed later by a new $100 note. The new $10 design retains three of the most important security features

that were first introduced in the 1990s and are easy to check: color-shifting ink, watermark and security thread.
